In Sage 100 ERP, a pre-authorization on a credit card transaction puts a hold on the
consumer’s account for the amount of the authorization for 7 days. This protects you by
ensuring that the funds are available for payment when you ship the order.

However, business just doesn’t always go according to plan. What happens when the
merchandise to fulfill the shipment is delayed? Now all the risk is back on you, especially if the
hold has expired.

The 2015 release of Sage 100 ERP helps address that risk. You can now process a second
pre-authorization for the same order, for the same amount, once the first one has expired and
cover your exposure with an extended hold.

It is
modeled after Sales Order history, so if you are familiar with Sales Order History then you will
feel right at home with Purchase Order History.
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Implementing Purchase Order History

There are three ways to create the Purchase Order History from existing Purchase
Order Entry records.

1. In Conversion, as explained below.
2. If you go into Purchase Order Options and turn on History you will be prompted.

After migrating companies to 2015 when conversion is done from Company
Maintenance a dialog will appear that will allow you to setup the new Purchase Order
